Its
functions include making recommendations on (i) measures to facilitate
competition and promote efficiency in the operation of telecommunication
services (ii) technological improvements in the services provided by the service
providers and (iii) measures for the development of telecommunication
technology and relatea matters. It has also to ensure compliance of terms and
conditions of license, technical compatibility and effective inter-connection

PNERB, WDRA and AERAT. This emount of Consolidated Pay Package is in
relaticn to the existing Consolidated Pay Package of Rs. 4.5 lakh p-m. (without
house and car) for Chairpersons and Rs. 375 lakh pm. (without house and car)
for Whale Time Members of these Regulatory Bodies, which is effective from
17,2013 ia terms of this Ministry's OM No. 81/1/2008-IC dt.
