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1. Introduction 

TRAI Act, 1997 mandates the Authority to ensure the services delivered 

through various telecommunications networks meet the required quality 
standards prescribed, to protect the interest of the consumers of 

telecommunication services. TRAI is also responsible for conducting the 
periodical audit of such services provided by the service providers so as 

to protect the interests of the consumers of telecommunications services. 

Accordingly, TRAI has engaged M/s RedMango Analytics Pvt. Ltd. to 

undertake assessment of Quality of Service of mobile service through 

Independent Drive Test (IDT).    

In IDT, the performance of all service providers providing service in a 

Licensed Service Area (LSA) through various technologies (like 2G/ 3G/ 

4G/ 5G) for voice and data are measured by conducting drive test. The 

drive test routes are finalised based on various objective criteria like 

reported network performance, consumer complaints etc. Methodology 

adopted for conducting IDT is elaborated in APPENDIX-I.

This report covers the findings of the IDT undertaken in Andhra Pradesh License 

Service Area (LSA) during the month of June-2025 under the supervision of
